Transferring Z Tags matched EID/VID tags to a stick reader

DATAMARS

This setup guide shows how to download a Z Tags tags file (with matched EID and VID tags) from the Z Tags website and
upload it for use on your XRS2 XRS2i SRS2 SRS2i stick reader. Let's look at this common scenario of how and why you would
want to do this.

Scenario: You could be a stud sheep or beef farmer buying matched EID and VID tags. You want to upload the tags file to
your indicator prior to a weighing session with the animals. This will allow you access to animal VID information during a
weighing session where you can:

1. apply the correct VID tag to an animal without one. Once you have scanned that animal’s EID, the indicator will display
the correct VID tag to apply to the other ear.

2. check that the animal you are scanning is the correct one. If it is correct, the VID tag on the animal will match what is
displayed on the indicator. If it is not correct, it will be because you accidentally scanned the wrong animal OR you have
scanned an EID tag that is in your pocket OR the animal has been tagged with the wrong VID tag.

p— e these procedures are applicable only in New Zealand

——| e otherscenarios might include the NAIT number against each animal, for purposes of sending the information
onwards to NAIT and/or Datamars Livestock for further analysis

Overview

With this in mind you:
e buy a matched set of EID and VID tags (e.g. 100) from Z Tags and the tags file is made available on the Z Tags website
e download the tags file from the website and manipulate the data in MS Excel as required
e upload the modified tags file onto your stick reader (via Data Link for PC/Animal Lifetime information)
e scan each animal in your herd with the stick reader and its VID/Birth Year is displayed on screen
e manually draft animals not displaying a physical VID tag, but showing a VID on the stick reader when scanned
o retrieve the animal's physical VID tag from the bought supply and apply the new VID tag to the animal’s ear

stick reader.

A file containing Z Tags information (e.g. EID and VID pairings) can be transferred to the stick reader prior to your next scanning
session. This will mean that when the animal’s EID is scanned, the corresponding VID will be displayed on the stick reader.

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Modifying the tags file ready for uploading

Prior to uploading your Z Tags tags file to the XRS2 or SRS2 stick reader, some manipulation within MS Excel is required to
change the format so that the data displays as you want on the stick reader.

With our scenario example:

Tags file as supplied from Z Tags Tags file modified, ready for uploading to the stick reader
Column A = EID with prefix e A header row has been added in row 1 with column names
Column B = VID used to match the defaults used on the stick reader (EID, VID).

Number and set Decimal Places to 0.

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Saving the modified CSV file with a different file name
You need to save your modified csv file with a different file name ready for uploading to the stick reader.

SAe, When you save your modified Z Tags tags file it is recommended that you name it in a consistent manner, and retain

"Q: the link to the supplied Z Tags tags file. When prompted to save the file, use the name of the original tags file and
prefix it with something like UPLOAD in the filename. You can retain an archive of tags files for use later and easily
sort on date/time and distinguish the modified ones.

In MS Excel:
1. Click File > Save As (and the dialogue prompts with the existing filename and Downloads folder).
2. Enter a prefix (e.g. UPLOAD) in front of the filename to indicate this is the modified file.

3. Click Save to export and save the file as a new tags file, ready for upload to the stick reader:
